26 Years of In-reach to Immigrant Detainees

In 1986, The Rev. Constance Hammond began a program of in-reach to those held in Immigrant Detention. In 1999, a group of clergy, attorneys, and social service providers planned the Spiritual Care Givers Program which has since been shared across the country through Church World Service. CWS now has a contract with Immigration Customs Enforcement to provide chaplaincy services in the ICE facilities. RIM is working with those who are held in the local county jails. 
Spiritual Care Giving is an Interfaith ministry of listening to those who are in the Limbo of detention. Care Givers go in teams, are supervised in their work and provide an important humanizing presence. Most SCGs visit once or twice a month.
