What?

Serves uprooted people by creating a community-based support system for them to get started in their new life.

Where?
We want to offer the possibility to TOWN Congregations of forming an interfaith cluster that will offer basic support to families and individuals who are granted asylum.

When?
We would like to have a general meeting this fall with clergy and 5-6 members of each congregation to join in this effort.

How?

From this initial meeting we will form a steering committee . We will form a plan with each client which outlines the steps needed to achieve durable self-sufficiency.

Who?

RIM is a non-profit, interfaith organization that serves Eastern Massachusetts by offering resources to congregations and clusters of congregations which are interested in welcoming the stranger in our midst and engaging in a mutually enriching interfaith cooperative effort.

Training will include: Active listening skills, depression, grief, loneliness, post traumatic stress, cultural sensitivity, spirituality and how to make a pastoral call.

This training is free. Each persons is expected to visit once per month and participate in a supervision group.
