On DATE, representatives from NAME OF CHURCHES met to plan for a new and exciting ministry in NAME OF TOWN. We are creating a community-based alternative to incarceration of asylum seekers. 

As a port of entry, Boston is often visited by persons who reveal shocking stories of torture and terror.  Even when ICE feels the person should be allowed to enter the community, it is impossible for an asylum seeker to be released without a U.S. address. This is where we can make a difference! We have clusters in Amesbury, Arlington-Belmont, Cambridge, Chelmsford, Lincoln, Malden-Melrose, Merrimack Valley, Milton, and Topsfield. 

The issues of root causes of human migration and the international response to uprooted peoples involve profound issues of justice, statesmanship, political and economic reality and practice in an age of globalization. As Christians, Jews, Buddhists, Bahais and Muslims we are compelled by faith to look at issues of suffering, justice, restoring of community, exile, perseverance, and redemption.
